BIKING – VOCABULARY
Focus: Vocabulary building
Level: B1 (Pre-Intermediate) and up
Total time: approx. 20–45 minutes
Skills: Listening, speaking, writing

Aids: Czech-English Dictionary
STEP 1: Teacher asks student to fill in the missing words into the text, using the words above the text. Students get a 5 minute time limit. Students swap the papers and the teacher tells them the correct answers. (The teacher can have a prize ready for the student who fills in the highest number of words correctly.) Total time 15 minutes

KEY:
The word bicycle is often shortened to bike.

A person who rides a bike is called a cyclist.

A person who walks is a pedestrian and a driver is a motorist.

A cycle way or cycle path is a part of a road that cyclists can use safely.


A hand bell (or bell) can be used to attract the attention of drivers.

A dynamo, front light and back light may be needed.

A strong bicycle lock may stop someone from stealing your bike.

STEP 2: The teacher asks students to read the sentences aloud and checks whether they understand. The teacher then gives them a minute to fill in the missing information.  Students are asked to walk around the class and ask one person the four questions. Students write down some notes. When the students are done the teacher randomly asks what the students found out. 5 minute time limit (Total time 30 minutes)
KEY: 
1. Do you have any cycle paths in your town/city? Where?

2. Do you have a front light/back light/bicycle lock/etc. on your bike?

3. Do you use a cycling helmet/hand bell/etc. when riding a bike?

4. e.g. Do you like biking?; Do you bike to school?; Where do you like to bike?; etc.
